__ Must take the Virginia Communication and Literacy Assessment (VCLA) and Praxis Il
assessments and score at the prescribed levels.

WHAT IS REQUIRED?

____Complete the 16-week Level One program, which includes 30 hours of classroom experience
____Teach successfully with a provisional license for one full year prior to being recommended for a full 5-
year renewable teaching license

____Complete Level Two of the program during the 1-year provisional period, which includes Saturday
sessions and online training
