There are Call Stations in several locations around campus, as well as in every elevator on campus. VWPD is also 
accessible by telephone, via the Internet, and by coming in person to the VWPD office (College Services Building 
room 101).

2. Between Webber Hall and the Student Activities Center; South Campus 
3. In parking lot #1 between Chapman Hall and the Bookstore; South Campus 
4. In the middle of the Four Seasons mall; North Campus 
5. At the top of the sidewalk to Anderson Hall in parking lot #8E; North Campus 

All Call Stations will dial the campus police directly, and all have blue lights on top that will flash when the station is 
activated.

1. The location of the crime or emergency 
2. How long ago it took place, or whether it is an imminent or ongoing offense 
3. An estimate of the number of people involved (including descriptions) 
4. Has an EMS unit or Roanoke City PD also been called? 

Providing timely and accurate information can be essential to initiating a rapid and effective VWPD response. 



Preparing the Annual Disclosure of Campus Crime Statistics: 

    VWPD will compile and make available all statistics on crime that occurred on the 
VWCC campus during the previous year. 
    We will also make every effort to obtain information concerning crime that occurred in 
the areas surrounding VWCC property from the Roanoke City PD and other agencies in 
jurisdictions where VWCC has offices or classes. 
    We will make the statistics and other pertinent information available to all current and 
prospective students and employees, both online and in printed form upon request. 
    We will also submit the statistics to the DOE web site for publication in the DOE 
statistical archive. 
    We in the VWPD are in full agreement with the basic tenet of the Clery Act, which 
could be summed up as: information on and about crime on (and around) our campus 
should be available to all of our current as well as prospective students and faculty. 
    Our dispatch log and case log are both available for review in our department’s office. 
Anyone may come to our office and request to see the logs, for any reason.

VWCC Emergency Response and Evacuation Procedures 
In accordance with the Higher Education Opportunity Act (Public Law 110-315) VWPD offers the 
following information concerning the college’s Emergency Response and Evacuation Procedures: 

The college will, without delay, and taking into account the safety of the community, determine the 
content of any emergency notification and initiate the notification system, unless the notification will, in 
the professional judgment of responsible authorities, compromise efforts to assist victims or to contain, 
respond to, or otherwise mitigate the emergency. 

Emergencies should be reported immediately to Roanoke City Emergency Communications (911) and/or 
the campus Police. The campus Police will be responsible for confirming the presence of a significant 
emergency, at which time they will notify the appropriate responsible parties and initiate the 
notification system.

If a significant emergency or dangerous situation involving an immediate threat to the health or safety 
of students or employees is confirmed, the VWCC Emergency Alert System (EAS) will be initiated and the 
campus community will be notified as rapidly as possible. Means of communication included in this 
system are an outdoor alert siren system, emergency announcements to all offices and classrooms over 
the IP telephone network, text messaging alerts to subscribed cell phones and other cellular devices, 
mass e-mail notifications to employees and students, VWCC web site announcements, and emergency 
messages over the VWtv system. Additionally, megaphone announcements as well as door-to-door 
alerts may be used. 

The larger community will primarily be made aware of an emergency by the activation of the outdoor 
alert siren. Those who also have subscribed to the VWAlert notifications will receive text messages 
and/or e-mail bulletins through that system. 

The EAS, including the outdoor alert siren, VWAlert system and IP telephones, is currently tested on a 
monthly basis. At least bi-annually, a full and complete exercise testing of all the various components 
shall be conducted. Upon conclusion of these exercises, a full report shall be provided to the College 
President.
