A deficiency in a science course may be
removed by completing one semester of an equivalent or higher level college course with a “C” or better. Applicants must also complete
the following college prerequisites: BIO 141 (Human Anatomy & Physiology I), ENG 111, PSY 230, and SDV 101 by the end of spring
2027 (all with a “C” or better). BIO 141 must be completed less than 5 years prior to entering the program. The college prerequisite
GPA must be 2.5 or higher. The cumulative GPA must be 2.0 or higher at the end of fall 2026. Applicants must also be 18 years of
age by June 1 prior to fall admission.

Applicants must register and attend a mandatory informational session (see website for dates). Informational sessions will be held
(typically one per month) beginning September 2026. Additional information will be posted to the Nursing website in September
regarding the September session and then additional sessions moving forward. Must attend one session from September 2026 to
February 2027 for fall 2027 consideration.
